Summarize Last Week’s Lesson:
Genesis 2:1-3
· Rest does not mean that God is sleeping or that he isn’t doing or hasn’t done anything since.

· God resting indicates two things:

· First, it means God’s Kingdom was done and it was made just how he intended. What does God say that indicates that status/nature of his creation?
· Second, it means that as the King, God entered his Sovereign Rule.
Hebrews 3-4 and clues to the nature of God’s Rest
· We know that this rest of God that is referred to here began when?                     How do we know that?
· We learn three things about this rest from chapters 3 + 4:

· God is still resting, whatever it means.

· God intended for us to enter into this rest with him.

· Whatever it is, nobody has entered into it with him until Jesus comes.

Summary of Conclusions about God’s Rest
“God created his Kingdom in Genesis 1. He did so with the intent that it would submit to him in his Kingdom and be under his rule and dominion! He created man to live under his blessed rule and in blessed fellowship and communion with him! In short, he created the world so that we would have heaven on earth!

“In Genesis 2:1-3, his Kingdom is created, and he takes his throne as the King and begins that eternal kingdom rest! What remains then is for his kingdom people to enter into his rule, to enter into his rest! And that’s what he offers to Adam and Eve if they will obey him.

“In other words, entering into God’s rest means becoming part of God’s eternal, final kingdom like he intended where there is no sin, where he is ruling visibly, and where his people cannot sin forever and ever, living for the glory of his name (like we see in Revelation).”
